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From Pastor Joe’s Desk... 
But when the right time finally came, God sent his own Son. He came as the son of a human mother 
and lived under the Jewish law to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might become 
God’s sons. (Galatians 4:4, GNB)

After the death of Joseph, his descendants suffered in bondage in Egypt for generations, crying out to the 
Lord to deliver them and bring them to the promised land. In time, God acted, sent Moses and, “with a 
mighty arm and an outstretched hand,” brought them out of Egypt and led them toward Canaan. But it 
would be 40 years before they actually got there; God needed to prepare his people for their entry into 
the new land, and so kept them in the Sinai desert for decades.

For centuries the people called out from among all others to be a holy nation – the Jews – had waited for 
God to act. A proud people, they had endured centuries of conflict, corruption and foreign domination, 
all the while waiting, yearning for God to send his long-promised deliverer, the Messiah, who would 
usher in a new age. But for centuries he did not come – until an era dawned when many peoples of the 
world longed for a savior figure, and the power of Rome allowed the 
infant church to spread its gospel message rapidly around the known 
globe. Then, “when the right time finally came,” Jesus was born, as 
Emmanuel, “God with us.”

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NOW HEAR THIS! 
 
Please excuse the military command but we really want all our members to 
read this and have an idea of where we are financially. 
Many do not like reading long columns of lots of numbers so we will start 
with a condensed version of the 2009 operating budget and then some info on 

where we have been, are and may be going. 
 

Our Operating Budget – what we planned to spend this year 
Personnel – salaries, benefits, etc  - $400,000 
Operations – Utilities, Taxes, Insurance, Maintenance, Office - $160,000 
Program – Education – all levels, Worship and Music - $35,000 
Repay Conference Loan for Better Access Project - $75,000 
Total Disbursements 2009 - $670,000 
 

Our Operating Budget – where we estimate the money will come from 
Member pledges and gifts - $488,000  
Building Rental – Montessori, Parsonage, weddings, etc. - $110,000 
Investment Income - $4,000 
Capital Campaign Fund remaining - $75,000 
Total Estimated Income 2009 - $677,000 
 

So, you say, what’s the problem? It looks like we’ll ahead at the end of 2009. 
Yes, it appears OK but please consider the following factors for 2009 and also 2010: 

1. The income budget above assumes all will complete their pledges for 2009 – this 
may be a problem for some.  

2. Conference loan repayments in 2009 have been taken from the balance remaining in 
the Capital Campaign fund. This balance will run out in mid to late 2010 depending 
on whether some members complete their pledges for the three year campaign which 
ended last June. This will create an income concern for 2010 and much more so in 
2011. 

3. The preliminary budget for 2010 is only about 2% over 2009 but it includes no staff 
compensation increases for the second year in a row. No one is happy about this but 
the numbers (or lack thereof) are there. Also, no funds are assigned for the badly 
needed repair of the parking lot and driveway.  

4. Our investments have been seriously affected by the downturn in the economy and 
by an investment which turned out to be fraudulent. 

A.  We do have a group of CDs which provide some interest income where the 
principal must be maintained and use of income designated by original donor. 

B. Our Parsonage Fund, in mutual funds from the $387,000 sale of the Briar Road 
parsonage in 2002, is restricted by Administrative Council resolution so that 
the principal must be maintained and only dollars above that amount may be 
withdrawn. Two years ago we were withdrawing $30,000 a year to help offset 
the pastor’s housing allowance. For the last year, the value has not reached the 
necessary minimum, and we can’t count on such funds for 2009 or 2010.

C. Our Investment Fund in non-restricted mutual funds, from which we can 
“borrow” (with the intent to repay at year’s end) to pay bills when cash flow 
demands, is now at the perilously low level of $35,000. Considering that 
$45,000 has been “borrowed” so far in 2009, it is very apparent that we could 
literally run out of ready cash. 

 

These are the facts – what happens now? 
First – We ask that members complete their pledges for 2009 and we further ask those that 
can to seriously consider an extra year-end gift.  Ending 2009 with a good positive balance 
will be a strong indicator for the future. 
Second – Pledges and expected income for 2010 are another key to our planning. At this 
writing in mid-November, expected pledges are only about half received, but year-end re-
sults and prospects for next year will determine our ability to give the staff much-deserved 
modest increases. 
Third – Remember early this year when we presented the dire financial situation to the 
members. The response of increased pledges and extra gifts plus serious cuts in planned ex-
penditures achieved a balanced budget for 2009 – again dependent upon completion of those 
pledges. You were wonderful then as always, but we want to avoid doing that again. 
 
Thank you for bearing with this long message but it seems necessary. Remember, we are 
certainly blessed with what we have – our church, our staff, our outreach, our activities and 
each other. We will rise to seize the opportunity to continue and expand God’s work in 
Wayne and beyond.

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For many people, the holiday season is a time for experiencing joy, satisfaction and peace.  It is a time 
for closeness with God and intimacy with others; a time to cherish the goodness and grace in one’s pre-
sent life and to revisit the fond memories and traditions of the past.  Yet for others, holiday time can pro-
duce feelings of stress, isolation or sadness. They may feel distant from God and others.  Holidays may 
be when all their problems seem intensified, or when they are reminded of a painful past. 
 

Holidays alone might not be the only cause of seasonal sadness: a condition known as Seasonal Affec-
tive Disorder, or SAD, is triggered in some people by the reduction of light in winter months.  However, 
increased anxiety and depression that occurs at holiday time can often be directly attributed to one’s 
holiday expectations.  Holiday blues can also be magnified for anyone who is already struggling with 
loss, financial problems or relationship concerns. 
 

Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s are often associated with idealized memories and rituals.  This 
can cause pressure to recreate or even surpass the holiday of our childhood, to make it something ex-
traordinary and perfect.  Sometimes people subconsciously hope that holidays will fulfill them in multi-
ple ways: strengthen family ties, improve their mood, make others happy with their efforts, enhance 
spirituality, display their abilities to decorate or entertain.  They expect that a holiday will accomplish 
too much and are disappointed when all of their wishes are not realized.  
 

Holidays are also when people typically reflect on their lives and their support network.  If life is not go-
ing well, or relationships are broken, people might feel like mourning rather than celebrating. The 
thought of giving gifts, anticipating travel or having social obligations also multiplies anxiety for some.
